Golf club generates more green ideas
Pambula Merimbula Golf Club is on a continual path to improve the environmental performance of their course and clubhouse.
As one of the founding partners in the Business Treading Lightly program, Pambula Merimbula Golf Club recently took part in an ideas session, facilitated by an experienced sustainability engineer.
The club already has a proud record of environmental management. Since 2004 the golf course has tracked its compliance and risk through a recognised program called e-par. 
“We’re right on Merimbula Lake which is an important ecological area supporting wetlands and migratory birds as well as oyster farms and recreational fishing,” said Bryce Strachan, Course Superintendent. “This means we must be vigilant with our procedures to ensure we preserve this community asset.”
The course uses treated water from the nearby Council wastewater plant. Each year, this prevents around 188 Olympic pools worth of effluent being discharged to the ocean. 
All course green waste is mulched and Bryce has an established regeneration program which sees over 300 trees planted each year – though some of these become food for the resident kangaroos.
Even the waste bins on the course are manually separated to ensure cans and bottles are recycled.
Bryce has generously offered to share his experience with other golf courses in the Bega Valley Shire. This will strengthen our appeal for the tourist who enjoys their golf - sustainably.
