Sustainable Aged Care Forum
BTL is hosting a one day Sustainable Aged Care Forum at Kiama Pavilion on October 21. 
The Forum is open to aged care staff at any levels, whether or not the facility is a BTL partner or going through DECCW (NSW Department of Environment, Climate Change and Water) Sustainable Advantage program. 

For BTL partners and DECCW SA participants the forum. Lunch and afternoon tea is free of charge and here will be no restriction on the number of staff who can attend. 

Admission to the Forum is just $120 per person. For businesses that who are members of the DECCW Sustainability Advantage Program, and/or a BTL partner, admission is free, and there is no limit on the number of participants.
According to BTL Sustainability Officer Rebecca Bogie, the Forum will showcase the ways the aged care and health care sector are working towards running their operations on a more sustainable level, and to highlight achievements within the industry. 

The Forum will also explore the opportunities that an ageing population can bring for both the aged care sector and local business communities. 

The Forum will give participants the opportunity listen to case studies form Baptist Health Care and others, share experiences and network. Speakers include John Brodie, Managing Director of VIM sustainability who will talk about the changing face of the health care industry and Duncan Newsom, Manager Corporate Services Calvary Health Care who will speak on reducing the carbon footprint in existing facilities. There will also be a sustainability myth-busting panel session, which will give participants the opportunity to ask questions of the expert panel.
