Why the Plasback bin and liner system?

1. Ensures a clean, segregated waste stream –
crucial if the waste is to be reprocessed

2. The liner is clear so foreign matter & 
contamination are easily detected

3. Handling costs are reduced – the liner can be 
baled and reprocessed as part of the wrap 
waste

4. Uniform size for handling and baling
5. Ease of use, manual lift

6. Will fit in a ute



Plasback Bin

� made from recycled
silage wrap
� “Tuffboard” tough
� easy to assemble
� light (9kg)
� price $100 (ex GST
� retail $149.95
� recyclable
� size of 44 gal drum



1. Fill plasback liner 

2. Tie off

3. Lift Plasback bin over

4. Stack for later 
disposal

� each Plasback liner
can hold up to 20 
silage wraps

� 25kg when full 
� sold in boxes of 25 

liners.
� price $55 per box 
� retail $89.95 per box
� one box of liners wi

recycle half a tonne
of silage wrap

� recyclable



Education Campaign

Completing the Loop
The used silage wrap is re-processed 
and extruded into Tuffboard

Tuffboard is a plywood sheet alternative.
These products will outlast treated timber. 
Tuffboard:
� does not warp, splinter or rot
� is chew proof, termite proof & waterproof 
� do not leach toxic chemicals into the soil
� can be washed clean to provide a hygienic environment
� can be drilled, sawn, routed & nailed just like timber
� can be plastic welded to make waterproof joins

Other products are currently in development to be added to the recycled range.
